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From the Pastor’s Desk

On Wednesday of this week, our diocese will celebrate the
ordination of two new priests, Jordan Dosch and Gregory Luger.
At that time, these two men will be entrusted by God, through
Bishop Kagan’s hands, the power to dispense God’s graces.
They will receive the power to forgive sins, to call down the
Holy Spirit upon bread and wine so that it becomes the Body
and Blood of Jesus, and to carry out all the priestly work to
which God calls them. They will, for the rest of their lives,
serve the Church. We should all be very grateful to them for
their willingness to answer God’s call, and to their families and
communities for supporting them on their journey. In fact, I
thank all of you for your support of these men by your prayers
and through God’s Share.

Every young, Catholic man should be open to the possibility
of a priestly calling. It’s often hard work, I’'m not going to lie.
But in these last six years, I have had the great privilege to walk
with people through the toughest times in their lives, and to
celebrate with them their moments of greatest joy. A priest,
within the span of just a few days, might baptize a newborn
baby, celebrate a wedding, comfort someone in their dying
moments, and bury the dead. And in the midst of all that, the
priest often says, in the confessional, the powerful words of
Jesus, “I absolve you from your sins!” And he, every day, is
able to celebrate the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, to hold Jesus in
his very hands! Please, encourage the young men in your
families to consider the priesthood, to ask God if that is their
calling. It’s an amazing life! If any young man has questions
about discerning a vocation, I’m more than willing to visit.

This week’s ordination takes place on Wednesday, 3:00 p.m.,
in the Cathedral of the Holy Spirit, Bismarck. If you want to
watch the ordination, it will be streamed live via Youtube.
